FLORA AND FAUNA
The flora of the Donetsk region is represented mainly by steppe, forest-steppe and floodplain formations of the flora. 1870 species of flora have been observed by scientists on the territory of the region.

Forests are located along river valleys, there are bayrachnye and field-protective forest plantations, green plantations around populated areas and artificial woodlands.
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In the steppe there are  more than 500 species of plants: feather grass, katran, fern, cornflower, medicinal herbs. There is a Tartar catran, a feather grass hibernate, a tansy, a horsetail, a dandelion, a thyme, a spring horn, and others.

According to preliminary data of scientific workers, the fauna of the region accrues over 25 thousand species of animals of various systematic groups. Steppe expanses, beams, and  forests are inhabited by birds and fur-bearing animals: red fox, wolf, wood and stone martens, mink, hare, jerboa, mole rat, badger, raccoon dog, etc. In forest areas, in bush thickets and river banks roe deer live, which are under protection.
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About 300 species of birds are constantly noticed on the territory of the region during flights, wintering and migrations. Here larks, oatmeal, hoopoes, finches, tapas, caterpillars, pheasants, partridges, quails and other birds live. On the shores of rivers and ponds there is a waterfowl, in the rivers and lakes there are 55 species of fish. In addition, in this area there are 12 species of amphibians. 

About 300 species of birds are constantly found and observed on the territory of the region during  flights, wintering and migrations. Here you can see   larks, oatmeal, hoopoes, finches, tapas, caterpillars, pheasants, partridges, quails and other birds. In water bodies, rivers and lakes there are species of fish and waterfowls. In addition, in this area there are about 10 species of amphibians.
